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I have attached a letter from our engineering manager regarding recycled materials in our products. We currently have data on our ductile iron valves and not on our bronze valves. That information is pending. 

I have also attached a two page PDF from the LEED 2.2 Credits Overview Guide that outlines the Materials & Resources section on recycled materials in building products. The LEED MR Credit 4.1 & MR Credit 4.2 specifically state that "Mechanical, electrical and plumbing components and specialty items such as elevators shall not be included in this calculation."

I have researched the details of these LEED credits and it is the case that these specific LEED credits cannot be achieved through the use of plumbing components no matter what amount of recycled materials are used in their manufacture.
